See the “Call for Presentations” section for more information. Abstracts will be available to attendees in the Summit materials.
· Learning Objectives should identify the practical insights attendees will gain from this session. No more than three Learning Objectives should be provided. Learning Objectives will be available to attendees in the Summit materials.
· Presenter Biographies should be no more than 100 words each, and illustrate relevant experience and background, education and qualifications, key skills, and knowledge of the subject matter. We recommend a limit of two speakers per presentation.
